However, in its endeavour to support the stakeholders, the ICAR-National Research Centre on Equines
has been working towards characterization and conservation of the Marwari and other indigenous
breeds of horses by employing the molecular tools. The Centre has also perfected the frozen semen
technology and has transferred it to the willing entrepreneurs. Recently, the centre has also
standardised the embryo transfer technology in horses. The technical support provided by ICAR-NRCE
will certainly be helpful in the development of this breed

in the country.

Gone are the days when an unprepared horse could enter the show
ring and win. Today, with so many horses approaching ideal stan-
dards, proper preparation has become essential. Correct handling
can make the difference between winning and not placing at all.
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1. Age Requirements for Different Categories

2. Risks — Travel and Disease Prevention

1. Age Considerations.

Age is a critical factor when presenting
your horse in the show ring, especially for
young colts and fillies. For a milk-teeth colt
or filly, we recommend participants be at
least 25 months old. For a two-teeth horse,
35 months is ideal. Mares should be around
7 years old, with experience in delivering at
least twice. Stallions should ideally be
shown between the ages of 7 and 15, after
which competition is not recommended.

2. Arriving at the Fairgrounds.
Arriving at the fairgrounds early is crucial.
Aim to reach two days before the event to
allow your horse to acclimatize to the
surroundings. This time will help them
adjust to new sounds, other horses, and the
general atmosphere, ensuring they are calm
and ready to perform. Take them for daily
walks in the morning and evening to help
them prepare. Marwari horses are
particularly sensitive, so this adjustment
period is essential for their well-being.

3. Risks During Travel.

When traveling with your horse, it is
important to be cautious and minimize
risks. Maintain a slow speed when
transporting them, and secure protective
pads around their legs to prevent injuries.
Allow your horse frequent rest stops to
urinate, eat, and avoid dehydration.

Carry essential medical supplies, and have
a vet on call in case of emergencies. Bring
enough feed and dry fodder to last until you
return home. To prevent diseases, do not
change the horse’s diet. Start giving liver
tonics a week before travel and continue for
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seven days after returning home. A month
before the show, have blood samples tested
for parasites and treat them at least 20 days
beforeleaving for the event.

4.Grooming.

Grooming is critical when preparing for a
show. Groom your horse thoroughly in the
morning and evening to ensure their coat is
shiny and healthy. Trim extra hair from the
mane, tail, and legs, and trim the hooves 20
days before the show, as he might get lame
he will recover in time, also file the hooves a
little before leaving for the show. Clean the
hooves properly and, if necessary, fit them
with shoes. Start grooming and hoof care
at least seven days before the show to allow
the horse to recover from any minor
adjustments. Good grooming and care,
along with a well-maintained hoof, are

essential for a winning appearance.



5. Training for the Show.

Training a Marwari horse is a must,
especially in a competitive environment.
Begin training young horses at least six
months before the show. Even for well-
trained horses, prepare them specifically
for the show by taking them on walk on
long reins and developing their top line.
Train them to walk on a halter or bit and
involve the person who has trained them at
home during the showing process.

During the show, it's important to have
both the handler and a trainer or groom to
present the horse. Teach your horse to
stand still with touching the tips of the
ears, keeping high head carridge with
properly arched neck, without moving,
while the judges are evaluating them. Avoid
letting your horse come too close to other
horses, as this can cause distractions or
even fights, which could negatively affect
their performance.

6. Presentation in the Ring.

Showing a horse is an art, beginning with
the owner, then the trainer, and finally the
handler. The goal is to bring out the horse’s
best qualities—its beauty, elegance, and
alpha-like presence, especially for stallions.
A Marwari horse should stand tall and
proud, displaying its dominance and grace
while maintaining a calm demeanor.

When your horse wins, he should be trained
to stand confidently as photos are often
taken at this moment. Stay alert and pay
attention to the judges throughout the
competition, ready to showcase your
horse's best traits at the right time.

If your Marwari wins a significant
competition, there’s no need to enter it into
more shows of the same category. A winner
remains a winner for life. Avoid putting the
horse at risk by overexposing it in too many
events. Instead, place it on display as a
symbol of excellence. Focus on consistent

training and care to maintain your horse’s
status as a champion.

By following these steps, you will ensure
that your Marwari horse performs its best

and stands out in any competition.

(A) Antibiotic Resistance: A Growing Threat

One of the most pressing concerns in equine medicine is
the rise of antibiotic-resistant bacteria, driven by overuse
and misuse of these drugs. Horses, like other species,
harbor bacteria that can develop resistance when exposed
to antibiotics unnecessarily or at subtherapeutic doses. For
example, multidrug-resistant strains of Escherichia coli,
Salmonella spp., and Staphylococcus aureus have been
documented in equine populations, posing risks not only to
individual animals but also to herd health and, potentially,
human caregivers. limiting antibiotics to cases with
confirmed bacterial infections, selecting appropriate drugs
based on culture and sensitivity testing, and adhering to
correct dosages and durations—helps slow the spread of
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(C) Laminitis: An Indirect Consequence

Laminitis, a painful and potentially debilitating condition
affecting the hooves, is another concern linked to
antibiotic-induced gut dysbiosis. The altered microbial
environment in the hindgut can lead to the release of
endotoxins or other inflammatory mediators, triggering
systemic inflammation that compromises the lamellar
tissues of the hoof. Horses with a history of laminitis or
metabolic conditions, such as equine metabolic
syndrome, are at heightened risk. Judicious antibiotic
use, coupled with careful monitoring of diet and hoof
health during treatment, can reduce the likelihood of
this secondary complication. Avoiding unnecessary
prolonged courses of antibiotics is a key preventive
strategy.
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(D) Joint Cartilage Damage in Growing Horses

In young, growing horses, certain antibiotics pose a
specific risk to musculoskeletal development.
Fluoroquinolones, such as enrofloxacin, are known to
cause cartilage damage in weight-bearing joints of
juvenile animals. This adverse effect stems from the
drugs' interference with cartilage matrix synthesis,
leading to lesions that impair joint function and
predispose horses to lameness later in life. While
fluoroquinolones may be effective against certain
infections, their use in foals should be restricted to
cases where no safer alternatives exist, and only under
strict veterinary oversight. This precaution underscores
the need for age-specific considerations in antibiotic
therapy.

(E) Fungal Infections: An Opportunistic Risk

Prolonged or broad-spectrum antibiotic use can
suppress normal bacterial flora, creating opportunities
for fungal overgrowth. In horses, this may manifest as
mucocutaneous candidiasis, respiratory fungal
infections, or systemic mycoses, particularly in
immunocompromised animals. For instance, antibiotics
may predispose horses to Aspergillus or Candida
infections, which are difficult to treat and often require
antifungal therapy with its own set of challenges. Repeat
breeder mare given indiscriminate antibiotics for
suspected bacterial infections may develop fungal
growth in the uterus. Preventive measures include
shortening antibiotic courses when possible, using
narrow-spectrum agents tailored to the infection, and
monitoring for signs of fungal involvement, such as
nasal discharge or skin lesions.

(F) Strategies for Judicious Use

To address these multifaceted risks, veterinarians must
adopt a stewardship mindset. Diagnostic tools, such as
bacterial cultures and susceptibility testing, should guide
antibiotic selection rather than relying on empirical
treatment. Dosages and treatment durations should align
with evidence-based guidelines, avoiding both under- and
over-treatment. Supportive therapies such as anti-
inflammatory agents and nutritional management, can

complement antibiotics and reduce adverse effects. Such as

in urinary tract infections pH change of urine by oral
administration of ammonium chloride (Nausadar) can clean
the infection without using antibiotics, because many

bacteria are very sensitive to the pH change. Horse owners

must understand the importance of compliance and the
dangers of requesting antibiotics without veterinary
justification.

An animal communicator's perspective
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To horse enthusiasts, the breeding and lineage of horses can be
highly fascinating. Especially if the parents are prize-winning
racehorses or champions in their field, we will delve into the
genetics of the father and mother, expecting the foal to turn out like
them.

Of course, an impeccable bloodline is no guarantee of success. Just
like any athlete, some animals enjoy certain sports while others
might prefer a different activity. It doesn't always go by their
genetics. More often, success depends on the choices your animal is
making. Discovering this choice is the first step to getting the most
out of your horse.

A horse with an equine bowed tendon

Some horses have a lot of fun running on the racetrack. Their joy is
clearly evident in their athleticism and the effortless ease they
display when racing. And | have also seen the opposite.

A lady who owned a racehorse contacted me after it developed an
equine bowed tendon. (This is where the horse’s tendons become
torn or damaged and then curve outward when they heal, like a
bow.)

Animal communication isn't always clear-cut, but in the case of this
particular mare, the message was loud and clear. She didn't want to
continue racing. She wanted to do dressage instead.

'l cannot promise that your owner will give you a different choice,’ |
told the horse. Nevertheless, we worked together energetically, and
within two days this horse was sound again, which is supposedly not
possible with bowed tendons.

From my perspective, forcing a horse to do something it doesn't like
can get really difficult. In this regard, animals are similar to us. Not
everyone can be an elite athlete or brilliant at business, no matter
who their parents are!

Learning from horses

| worked with another lady who really wanted her horse to be a
jumper and enter competitions. Unfortunately, the horse was lame a
lot of the time. When | asked her, ‘Does your horse like to jump?’ She
kept saying, ‘Yes, yes!’ but the horse was telling me a different story.

This lady had bought the horse to be a jumper and wasn't prepared
to give up on her dream. It took three years for her to recognize that
her horse desired a different activity. Eventually, though, she chose
another animal and gave her original horse to a younger girl for
basic trail riding and simple dressage. Not only did that horse
become happier, but it also wasn't lame again.

If we were willing to listen to animals and ask them questions like,
‘Would you have fun running on the racetrack? Do you like to jump?’
it would save time, energy and money. Consequently, if our desires
aren't in sync with a particular animal, we could choose another one.
Forcing a horse to live up to our expectations tends to be a losing
battle. This is where energetic communication is a useful tool and
well worth cultivating.
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What is energetic

communication?

Animal communication is based on energetic
awareness which all of us have. You might call it
intuition or gut feeling. After working with hundreds
of people and their animals, I've discovered that
everyone knows when something is off-kilter with
their animals. We perceive a sense of unhappiness or
despair from a horse that isn't doing what it would
like or is asked to more than it can deliver.

So, if you are interested in becoming your own horse
whisperer, here are some beginning tools.

# 1

Honesty is the best policy

The first step is to recognize when something is up
with your animal. For example, if your horse keeps
being lame, has colic, or is not physically sound and
the vet cannot find a definite cause, look deeper.
Literally ask the animal, what's up? What would you
like? Does something need to be changed?

Another clue could be unexplained behavioral issues.
Let's say your horse is willing to go for you but then
suddenly becomes obstreperous or starts bucking.
Rather than rush to a conclusion, delve into what is
going on by starting an energetic conversation.



#2

Be present with your animal

Now a horse won't talk to you like a person, yet their
energy is a vocabulary that you can receive provided
you get present with them. Presence has a sense of
quiet and spaciousness. You don't allow thoughts to
crowd your head. Instead, you become almost empty-
headed. Once you find a way of becoming still,
actively listen for the whispers of energetic
communication.

A horse and rider must be able to trust each other
and the more we are present with our animals, the
more they trust us. Conversely, acting forcefully or
trying to dominate your horse into obedience has the
opposite effect.

#3

Develop trust

Horses are flight animals, which is why it's important
to be present with them. Every little noise, every
unknown thing can frighten them. As a species,
horses have journeyed alongside mankind for
thousands of years, yet we still have to develop trust
on an individual basis. Horses look at us as the
leaders and it's up to us to demonstrate the capacity
to safeguard and protect them. In every moment, we
must show our horses that we have their back.

How else do you develop trust? Be willing to trust
yourself even if you make a mistake. True leaders
don't hold on to righteousness. If you're working with
an animal and make a mistake, what if you were also
willing to apologize?

#a

True leaders are willing to learn
A rider who is willing to see the horse's brilliance
(without needing to control their every movement)
will create an unbelievable bond with them, an
intertwinedness with no separation.

People who have incredible horses — brilliant
champions — often say their horse teaches them
things. They acknowledge their horse was born with
an innate ability. All they had to do was tickle that out
of them. With a truly great horse, oftentimes the rider
also learns from them.

If you are fortunate enough to have a very brilliant
horse, be willing to get out of the way. Let the horse
lead sometimes. Otherwise, that horse could be held
back by. Unfortunately, as people we think we must
do it all and are not willing to let another take the
lead.

#5

Accelerating with your horse

How do you become a greater rider? Participants in
our Conscious Horse Conscious Rider clinics often ask
this question. To me, a great rider is a person who is
willing to work with each and every horse in a
different way. They never use power over the horse
or force their horse to stick to a foregone plan.
Rather, they will assess, refine, and question each
step of the way: what does this particular horse
require from me in order to accelerate?

#6

Clarity of purpose

Horses go by our physical cues but they also are
aware of our headspace. When you are acutely clear
about what you desire to accomplish, your mental
and physical cues are congruent and easy for the
horse pick up.

Let's say you are training your horse to lunge. In that
moment be very clear about what you are asking for,
which is to go around in a circle. If the horse doesn't
get it, don't decide they are too stupid. Ask them, Do
you know what I'm asking you for? Do you know what
| want?

Horses want to please us but if the instructions are
muddled or you are distracted by other thoughts,
your animals will become confused. In such a
situation, how could you get your message across
with ease? What energy could you be with your
horse?

Incidentally, these energetic conversations improve
our interpersonal communication with people as well,
as we learn to be clearer with each other!

As you can see, genetics is only one aspect of getting
the most out of your horse. By using these additional
tools to develop trust and empower your animal, they
— and you — will accomplish far more than you ever
imagined possible.

BEYOND

FEAR?

As a Conscious Horse Conscious Rider Certified
Facilitator, I've seen how often fear shows up—not
justin riders, but in the horses they're connected
to. Fear is not wrong, but it's so often a limitation
we've solidified as a way to protect ourselves. In
truth, it's a conclusion that keeps us from growing,
expanding, and experiencing the relaxation and
communion that's possible with our horses. When
we operate from fear, we unconsciously teach our
horses to be timid too, rather than inviting them
into trust and presence. What if fear wasn't
something to fight or fix, but something to
question? Ask yourself: Is this fear even mine? Am |
actually scared, or am | excited? What decision
have | made that's keeping me from seeing what's
truly possible here? And perhaps most
powerfully—before every ride, simply ask your
horse, Will you take care of me? You might be
surprised by the peace, connection, and
confidence that begins to emerge.

GHEAT EASE. On my horse Angel's first day in Maryland, | was able to

spend some time with her in the temporary stall and
take her out for some ground work. We immediately
connected as if we had known each other for many
years. The farm manager asked to bring her to the
paddock to introduce her to the herd. In less than a
minute the other horses all started kicking and biting
her. She started kicking and biting back, a behavior that
she did not have at her old farm. This only lasted a few
minutes as a gilding, Harley, jumped in and started to
kick and bite to protect her. Their actions changed the
position of the two existing alpha gildings and Harley
became the alpha gilding and Angel became the alpha
mare. Angel and Harley were willing to be and do
whatever was required for their safety and be the
leadership required for the success of the herd. A few
month's later, Angel showed me how was willing to be
the bait to manipulate other horses coming in from the
field when their owners could not catch them. Angel
normally does not move from what she is doing when
she is leading the herd. It was so interesting to watch
her interaction with an owner, his horse, and the other
13 horses who were just observing it all and not willing
to move at all. She was also willing to be part of the
negotiations and inspire the horses to do the same.

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Basically, mare reproductive evaluations are categorised in

3 classes

1. Checking of non-pregnant mares prior to breeding season i.e. onset of

February month.

2. In problem mares during the total breeding season i.e from February to

November.

3. Barren mare are checked at the end of breeding season i.e. November
mare with a history of embryonic loss, abortions and other reproductive

problems are checked at any time.

Details of Examination procedure

(A) Identification: Mare should be identified regarding proper breed and
all stud book registration records and photographs should be taken.
(B) History of Mare: A clear history of breeding mare should be checked

before covering with a stallion

(C) Physical checking of mare: physical examination of
mare should be done to check whether mare has capacity to
conceive or carry foal up to true term. All other generalised
body condition age with additional diet schedules to be
checked.

(D) Perineal conformation: The vulva (external genitalia
should be checked for conformation and tone. There should
be optimum perineal muscular tone of the vulva should be
transient to prevent aspiration of air into the vestibule or
vagina.

(E) Palpation of Rectum and USG per Rectum: Total
reproductive organs should be checked manually by rectal
examination i.e. tone of uterus and cervix both. The ovaries
and all. Above all should be reconfirmed by ultrasound
examination i.e. check fluid/infection in uterus, abnormal,
ovary i.e. hemorrhagic ovarian follicle, cyst on ovary or
uterus etc.

(F) Estrous detection: Mare should be exposed to a stallion
with a good libido to evaluate estrous cycle stage. Adequate
time should be taken to allow shy or nervous mares to
express behaviour estrous. Mare with a foal, the foal should
be restrained.

previous history of abnormal estrous cycle, uterine infection, embryonic loss and abortion.

(G) Vaginal speculum and digital examination of the cervix-
This method is sometimes used to evaluate the doubtful
case of mare check anatomy of Vagina and external OS of
the cervix.After speculum examination the cervix should be
examined for potency and presence of abnormalities such as
lacerations, adhesions and other cervical detects.

(H) Uterine culture- specially designed double guarded swab
sheath is used to take pus culture samples to detect stages
of endometritis.

(I) Endometrial biopsy and cytology: small samples of
uterine lining for biopsy and collections of cells lining for
cytology to detect exact problems of the mare uterus.

(J) Extra Tests: For breeding soundness examination (BSE),
the standard of examination procedure may not identify the
exact cause of subfertility.

So, there must be extra tests to be done. i.e. Hormone
analysis, laparoscopy, ovarian biopsy test breeding with
highly fertile stallion, oviduct potency test. Use of semen
extenders, low volume lavage to check infections of PH also
etc.
